A few words about Mikhalis Makroulakis

He was born in Hermoupolis, on 31st May 1940, a few months before Greece
got involved in World War II. Due to the bombardment of the harbour, his family
went up to their country house in Parakopi village where he stayed until the war
ended. His focus on observing nature and his obsession with interpreting it may
have derived from those first images in his life which can be more defining than
in one’s adult life.

He studied drama, stage and costume design at the remarkable at the time
Doxiadis School, the Athenian Technological Institute, which was directed
by the exceptional Papanoutsos, legendary Pikionis, Spyros Vassiliou, Tassos,
Polykandriotis, Plakotaris, Vassiliadis, and, of course, his main teachers that is
Apartis, who taught him design but also something more important, shape and
order, and Tsarouchis, who worked with him in the theatre for a lot of years and
taught him observation and ethos.

Since 1967 he has collaborated with the Athens Hilton Art Gallery, where his
first solo exhibition was held in May 69. A lot of exhibitions followed in Greece (5
of them on Syros), and abroad.

In the 70s he lived for eight years in Tehran until the end of the old regime.

Lately he stays most of the time on Syros.

Finally, I wish the New Year 2011 brings health, joy and happiness to
the Board and the members of Syriani Society, as well as to the sponsors
and to Mikhalis Makroulakis.
